Howéyacally” we suggest the bridal party
arrive about Noon, whilst the ladies start to preghemselves, the gentleman may fancy a
few holes on the golf course! About 2pm to 2:30pmguests should arrive and would
attend a drinks reception in the main rooms ofcdmstle. About 2:50pm guests would be
called to take their places for the service. Téw@ise normally starts about 3pm after the
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bride has been “piped” down the aisle, and woustl flar about 30 minutes. After the service
guests may browse around the grounds and are sennéd as the photographer takes the
“main” wedding photographs. After a period of ab80 minutes everybody moves to our
“Grand Pavilion” for the wedding breakfast, speexhrd entertainment! Again we must
stress, this is only guideand we do tailor proceedings in line with eachptes requests as
far as possible.
